While each of the CAASETA, C4I2TSR and NETCENTS prime contractors have already established teams when the contracts were let, on a case-by-case situation, there still may exist some subcontracting opportunities for other contractors.   For those situations, the government encourages contractors to contact the prime contractors directly.  Any subcontracting decisions will solely be the prime contractor responsibility.
